	Dear parents / carers – here is the English home learning for the next 2 weeks. 
The topic for this term is: “Real Heroes”. It links to our current situation we find ourselves in and also gives opportunities for students to recognise hero qualities in people around them and themselves. Students may need help with reading some of the texts I send. 
As well as work on this topic I will also set the following: 

· A weekly word challenge e.g. an A-Z challenge- these promote spellings and thinking skills (a task they do regularly at school).

	This week’s tasks

1) A-z game- Things that use electricity (see sheet on school website). 

2)  Purple mash – Please Login to see if I’ve set you spelling / punctuation tasks this week.

3) Topic Work- a) Collect a clean jar or similar container. With post it notes or small strips of paper- students write down ideas of where they would like to go /visit or activities they’d like to do when lockdown has ended and places are open to the public again. 

What have you really missed doing? Where have you missed going to? This could be added to over a few days / weeks and the whole house could contribute. Once lockdown has been lifted the jar can be opened and ideas can be picked out and you can enjoy doing them together! Let the students write as much as possible themselves and let them read the idea back to you before correcting spellings if / where appropriate. (Ideas can be typed and saved if that’s appropriate to your child. 
b) Right now life is a little different. Think of ways that you can be a stay at home superhero and help around your house. Use the attached sheet “Week 6 Writing task” to help you. Ideas to help…. How could you help in the garden? How might you help at mealtimes? How could you look after your things /spaces at home better?
4) Speaking and listening, comprehension task. See attached sheets called “Week 6 House Scene” and “Week 6 House Cards”. Students look carefully at the house scene and read the attached sentences. They need to decide which sentences describe the house and which ones do not describe the house. Sentences can be cut and stuck under the yes no heading or students can just write Yes / No next to each sentence if they prefer. 
Extension- can the students think of other ways to describe what they can see in the house (verbally- no writing).  Can they make up sentences that are not true?
